ORDER

Pursuant to the Cabinet decision No 27 dated 3™ June 2026 of the Govt. of West Bengal, it has
been decided to observe the 125™ birth anniversary of Dr. Syama Prasad Mookerjee through a year-
long celebrations in the State, in all districts headquarters and all educational institutions in a
befitting manner to commemorate the life and legacy of Dr. Syama Prasad Mookerjee.

The principal celebration includes commemoration of the life and legacy of Dr. Syama Prasad
Mookerjee, promotion of awareness among younger generations regarding his contribution to
education, public service and nation-building, encouragement of academic research and publication
relating to his life and work showcasing Bengali’s contribution to India’s intellectual and political
history and strengthening public engagement with the State’s historical heritage.

Accordingly, the following instructions are issued:

All Government/ Government-aided/ Government-sponsored schools. colleges, universities,
polytechnics, ITls and other educationa! institutions shall organize special assemblies to observe
125" birth anniversary of Dr. Syama Prasad Mookerjee in a befitting manner which will include-

(i)  Special lectures in universities and colleges

(ii) Essay, debate and quiz competitions in schools and higher educational institutions

(iii) Publication of educational material in Bengali and English

(iv) Establishment of annual memorial lectures in State universities

(¢) Heritage and Memorial Initiatives-
(i) Restoration and preservation of sites associated with Dr. Syama Prasad Mookerjee
(i) Establishment of a permanent gallery/ exhibition on his life and contributions
(iii) Digitization of archival records, speeches and correspondence
